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GRADING GUIDELINES

The superintendent shall develop and implement student grading guidelines.  The objectives of grading guidelines shall be to quantify, report and record the academic progress of each student.  Grades should fairly reflect the level of student achievement in the knowledge and skills specified by grade level or course objectives and outcomes.

Elementary and secondary grading system:

94-100------------ Outstanding

86-93-------------  Superior

78-85-------------  Average

70-77-------------  Undesirable Progress

69 and below----  Failing

I ------------------  Incomplete

The secondary grading system shall be used by all secondary staff members unless it can be determined that a different system should be used to better meet the needs of a specific student. An alternate system must be approved by the principal and superintendent of schools.
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
